OXYGEN PURITY TESTING

Army medical treatment facilities must perform a quality check on all deliveries medical oxygen (bulk and cylinder).  The quality check is to confirm that the oxygen quality is no less than 95 percent.  Quality checks must be documented on DD Form 1191, Warning Tag for Medical Oxygen Equipment.   

HSC Supplement 1 to AR 385-10, dated 19 October 1989, requires MEDCEN, MEDDAC, DENTAL, and ADL safety programs to implement an Oxygen Quality Assurance/Safety Program.  

TB MED 245, Warning Tag for Medical Oxygen Equipment, DD Form 1191, dated 1 December 1981, and Supply Management Bulletin 1-94, Receipt, Storage, and Issue of Medical Oxygen, dated 1 October 1994, provide details for developing and implementing an Oxygen Quality Assurance/Safety Program.
