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2.
AUTHORITY.  The Joint Environmental Surveillance Work Group (JESWG), in accordance with the Department of Defense Instruction 6490.3, Implementation and Application of Joint Medical Surveillance for Deployments, has established the Joint Medical Field Water Sub-Group (JMFWSG)

3.
PURPOSE. The JMFWSG is created to research field drinking water issues affecting the health of deployed forces and to recommend solutions to the JESWG and Joint Preventive Medicine Community. 

4.
REPORTABLE ITEMS.  The following current topics are of interest to the JESWG and should be reported at the quarterly JESWG meetings. 

a.
Progress towards a field drinking water health threat list which includes all substances determined to present a potential threat (i.e. chemical warfare agents, biological warfare agents, radionuclides, toxic industrial materials, environmental pollutants) based on their toxicity, solubility, prevalence in field water, and likelihood to be used as an intentional contaminant.

b.
The revision status of TB MED 577, Sanitary Control and Surveillance of Field Water Supplies, Mar 1986.  

c.
The progress towards a Technical Guide addressing how to conduct field water vulnerability assessments.

d.
The status of efforts both inside and outside the DOD to develop field drinking water standards for biological threat agents.      

e.
The status of efforts to determine the threat to reverse osmosis membrane integrity when treating a radiologically contaminated source water.

5.
FUNDING. The DOD Components will fund their own participation.  Specific tasks under this effort will be funded at the discretion of JESWG.

The chair can call ad-hoc meetings on an as-needed basis as notification and schedules permit.  The sub-group can meet as often as needed to perform its mission.

8.
DURATION OF THE SUB-GROUP. The Sub-Group will be chartered through Fiscal Year 2003, with the option to continue, if needed at the direction of the JESWG.
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
