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DoD Policy Document Gaps

Revision of the following two key documents to incorporate OEHS policy requirements is essential for defining the DoD core OEHS policy requirements the Services should implement.

· DoDI 6490.3, "Implementation and Application of Joint Medical Surveillance for Deployments," 7 August 1997.

· DoDI 6055.1,  "DoD Safety and Occupational Health (SOH) Program," 19 August 1998.

Joint Policy Document Gaps

Revision of the following two key documents to incorporate OEHS policy requirements is essential for defining the Joint Staff core OEHS policy requirements the Services should implement.

· Joint Publication 4-02, "Doctrine for Health Service Support in Joint operations," 26 April 1995. 

· Joint Service Instruction on Deployment Health Surveillance and Protection, draft, 1998.

It should be noted that PACOM Instruction 6200.2, "Force Health Protection Program for Deployments," 25 January 2000 is a definitive treatise on implementation procedures and protocols implementation for force health protection and comprehensive medical and OEH surveillance.  This document could serve as the model implementation structure for all other CINC force health protection documents.  It could also serve as the basis for defining Service OEHS procedures and protocols.

Army Policy Document Gaps

Additional Army policy documents would benefit from OEHS policy incorporation.  However, the addition of OEHS policy requirements into the two key documents below is critical.  This will establish and institutionalize a solid OEHS foundation within the Army.  These documents would then drive development of Army procedures and doctrine.

· AR 40-5, "Preventive Medicine"

· AR 40-66, "Medical Record Administration and Health Care Documentation"

The Proponency Office for Preventive Medicine is currently staffing a revision of AR 40-5.  AR 40-5 could capture most of the OEHS policies and responsibilities. 

The Army also needs to develop a DA PAM on OEHS Procedures.  The Army should consider using the draft Joint Service Instruction, with additional information as needed from PACOM Instruction 6200.2.
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
