Best approaches in health promotion proposal guidelines
These guidelines contain the EXACT QUESTIONS that will be included in the HPPI FY04 RFP. It is recommended that you complete the necessary information for your proposal now, and then ‘cut and paste’ your responses into the online application when the RFP is released.

Please note the following changes to the HPPI RFP for FY04:

· Proposals for brand new projects will NOT be accepted in FY04.

· HPPI FY04 applicants must have an active, accessible Army Knowledge Online (AKO) email account.

· All application materials must be submitted through the online application link and/or through an AKO Collaborative Center.
· Unsolicited supporting materials will be returned.

· Maximum funding awards will be as follows: up to $12,000 for best approaches in health promotion proposals; up to $5,000 for outcomes data and data baseline proposals. Funding awards cannot exceed the maximum amounts specified.
· Late submissions will not be accepted.

The suspense for submitting a HPPI FY04 proposal is 5 December 2003.

This program must be current and ongoing. Proposals for new projects will not be accepted.
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Be concise and specific when answering each of the questions below.

1. Describe your target population. (25 words maximum) 


Who is being impacted by your intervention?

2. Describe the health problem or issue that your intervention seeks to solve. (50 words maximum)


Why are you doing this intervention?

3. Briefly describe your intervention. (100 words maximum)


What is the intervention all about? Stick to 100 words maximum.
4. Describe the outcomes that show this intervention is effective and/or having an impact. (50 words maximum)


How do you know this intervention is working?
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Important information:

If your application is selected to continue in the HPPI FY04 selection process, then you will be required to submit a one page information paper about your intervention AND an outcomes data sample that will support your claim of program effectiveness and success. The materials will be submitted via an Army Knowledge Online (AKO) Collaborative Center.

Do not submit these materials until you are requested to do so. 

It is highly recommended, however, that you prepare these materials now in anticipation of the request for additional materials. You will have one week (or less) to submit the materials once the initial application selection process is complete.
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Make sure your responses are clear and concise. Do not exceed the allowable word limits.
Applications that do not adhere to the HPPI FY04 RFP guidelines will not be considered.
