LOCATION:  St. Anthony Hotel, San Antonio, Texas
COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This course covers all elements of a Vision Conservation and Readiness Program.  Instruction concentrates on regulatory requirements and recommended practices to establish or enhance an installation vision conservation and readiness program.   The “team” aspect of coordinating safety, occupational health, industrial hygiene, and optometry personnel is emphasized.  

Day 1 provides non-optometric personnel with essential terminology and background information on the eye and the visual system.  This allows all students to benefit fully from the course lectures and discussions that follow.  Day 1 lectures include:  basic optics, ocular anatomy and physiology, occupational vision, ocular emergencies and their treatments, vision screening devices and techniques, radiant energy characteristics, and protective mask inserts.  

Day 1 is optional for optometrists.  For optometrists wishing to attend only the final three days, TDY orders should reflect the course beginning with Day 2 (8 September 2004).  The registration fee remains $250 for the short version of the course.

WHO SHOULD ATTEND:  Any of the following personnel from the Army, Navy, Air Force or other DOD organizations.

Occupational health personnel (OH nurses and OH physicians)

Industrial hygienist or bioenvironmental engineer personnel

Preventive medicine personnel (nurses and physicians)

Safety personnel

Optometrists and Eye technicians

COURSE LENGTH:  4 Days, 32 Contact Hours

20 hours COPE approved optometric continuing education (3 day course)

COST:  $250 registration fee (both 3 and 4 day versions).  Central funding from CHPPM is not available.  Your installation/unit is responsible for your registration, travel and per diem costs.
