Things to consider when purchasing an audiometric test booth

1.  What size booth is needed?  Audiometric test booths are available in single station and multiple station configurations.

2.  What will be the layout of the room where the booth will be ultimately located? This information is need so that you will be able to tell the manufacturer what you want.  Doors windows and jack panels can be placed where you specify to meet the need of your test facility.

3.  Consider the American's with Disabilities Act (ADA).  The test chamber must be accessible to persons who are confined to a wheelchair.  Include in your purchase how you will accommodate this requirement.
