OEHS Gap Analysis:  DoD

The majority of the documents do not integrate the respective fields to develop a fully integrated OEHS system, DoD-wide.    In fact, most of the documents only address a very few aspects of OEHS at all.  The best place to include information regarding DoD-wide OEHS policy would be in the existing DoDI 6490.3, Implementation and Application of Joint Medical Surveillance for Deployments, 7 August 1997.

Other appropriate places to include policy would be:

· DoD 6055.5-M, Occupational Surveillance Manual, May 1998

· DoDD 6490.2, Joint Medical Surveillance, 30 August 1997
