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Deployed personnel are faced with various physical and industrial chemical threats during a deployment. Intelligence information is key to protecting the soldier.  Whether the information has to do with locations of enemy troops or potential environmental threats, it is imperative that the soldier be informed of the potential risk of occupying an area and the preventive measures that should be taken to avoid loss of force strength.  This includes characterizing the environment for acute and chronic risks.  TG251 is being developed to identify some of these environmental threats during deployment through data collection, planning and sampling.

This initial Draft of TG251 is being provided to the Preventive Medicine community as a resource and for review and comment.  This document will be in development into a final TG during FY 02.  Comments and recommendations to improve this document are encouraged from interested parties.
