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1.  AUTHORITY:  DA PAM 385-61 

2.  PREPARATION:


A.  A system will be established...to ensure appropriate response during nonduty hours for emergency medical information, advice, or assistance.  DA Pam 385-61 7-7e 
B. DA Pam 385-61 suggests that a medical alert card be furnished as needed and a bracelet may be furnished.  DA Pam 385-61, 7-7e.

C.  Personnel will be requested to wear or have the ID on their person (if issued) during off-duty hours (Note:  should be included in a lesson plan for training purposes).  DA PAM 385-61, 7-7b

D.  Specific contents for the card: 

“FOR EMERGENCY MEDICAL INFORMATION CALL (INSTALLATION MEDICAL OFFICER TELEPHONE NUMBER).  U.S. GOVERNMENT SERIAL NUMBER. (PERSONEL IDENTIFICATION NUMBER). This person works with and may have been exposed to (type of agents by physiological action). Other special medical characteristics (list of allergies, special conditions, and so forth).”    DA PAM 385-61, 7-7c
