B.  Content of the first aid training will include:  DA PAM 40-173, Para 3-3; DA PAM 40-8, Para 3-3; DA PAM 385-61, 7-2b

1.  Recognizing signs and symptoms of agent exposure.



2.  Personnel decontamination procedures



3.  Administering first aid, to include:




a.  basic life support




b.  establishing an airway




c.  controlling hemorrhage by direct pressure




d.  administration of nerve agent antidotes



4.  Execution of emergency procedures


C.  Medical Training



1. Key medical personnel will receive ‘specialized medical training’ prior to, or ASAP after their arrival for duty DA PAM 385-61, 7-5a, page 25


2.  Verify medical personnel are training for CAIRA on at least a quarterly basis, per AR 50-6  Para 10-2, page 35


3.  Ensure medical personnel training and qualifications meet requirements defined in DA PAM 50-6 Tables 6-3 thru 6-5, page 31


4.  Ensure medical personnel have clothing and equipment to respond to a CAIRA AR 40-13, Para 3-8 , page 4
