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Glossary of Terms and acronyms for Synopses

Agile Infrastructure - .An infrastructure concept that results in right-sizing of the logistics footprint through reductions in logistics forces, facilities, equipment and supplies. These reductions will enable significant enhancements to joint logistics policies, structures and processes in inventory management, engineering, maintenance, and infrastructure improvements.
AMSP Vision Statement - A world-class quality health system in support of America’s Army at home and abroad, accessible to the Army family, accountable to the American people.

Army Environmental Vision Statement - The Army will integrate environmental values into its mission to sustain readiness, improve the soldier’s quality of life, strengthen community relationships, and provide sound stewardship of natural and cultural resources.

Army Environmental Mission Statement - The Army will develop and implement cost-effective measures to protect and sustain the environment in support of military operations, installation management, and materiel development.
Army force readiness - “the ability within its established structure to station, command and control forces.  It also must man, equip, replenish, modernize, and train forces in peacetime.  Concurrently, it involves planning to prepare, mobilize, deploy, employ, and sustain them in war to accomplish assigned missions, redeploy, and demobilize the forces.” 

Army Modernization Plan (AMP) - The principal product of the Concept Based Requirements System and is a key planning document that articulates the Army’s modernization vision for the future force.  It translates vision into a strategy for near- to mid-term force development, modernization, and long-term evolution of the Army.  It codifies programs and identifies unprogrammed requirements.  The AMP, produced by DA DCSOPS in coordination with HQ TRADOC, provides the modernization objectives, which will serve as a tool for prioritization at HQDA.

Army Strategic Logistics Plan (ASLP) - provides the forum and media necessary to synchronize the efforts of individual logistics organizations, automated systems, processes, technology insertions, and policies with the strategic direction of the Army. The ASLP provides Army logisticians with a formal "Campaign Plan" to achieve the Army goals and objectives, and a management process to track logistics initiatives against established milestones and bring them to closure; to prioritize logistics requirements and resources; and to meet logistics planning and programming requirements. The ASLP also serves as the instrument to manage the strategic direction of logistics and to develop the guidance and direction required to synchronize the near-, mid-, and long-term goals. The ASLP is designed to support the Department of Defense Logistics Strategic Plan, the Defense Planning Guidance (DPG), all phases of the Planning, Programming, Budgeting, and Execution System (PPBES), and the Army Long Range Planning System (ALRPS). It specifically provides an institutionalized vehicle to interface with the Army's strategy supporting the design and implementation of Force XXI (for example, The Digitization Master Plan, TRADOC Pamphlet 525-5, The HQDA Force XXI Campaign Plan, and other evolving and future documents supporting Force XXI including the phased advanced warfighting experiments inherent in that process). Further, the ASLP will interface with The Army Plan (TAP), The Army Modernization Plan (AMP), Army Strategic Management Plan (ASMP), the Science and Technology Master Plan (STMP), the Research, Development and Acquisition Plan (RDAP), the Program Objective Memorandum (POM) and the Army Budget. The ASLP will also serve as an execution document with established procedures for periodic Council of Colonel and General Officer/Senior Executive (including the Force XXI Board of Directors) evaluations of its milestones and directed actions. Those cyclic updates will keep the plan focused along a strategic azimuth leading to the required logistics end states supporting the mid-term goal of Power Projection Logistics, and the long term goals of Force XXI. Chapter V of this document outlines the decision/oversight procedures associated with the ASLP.

Army Training and Evaluation Program (ARTEP) - The cornerstone of unit training. It is the umbrella program to be used by the trainer and training manager in the training evaluation of units. The ARTEP is a complete program enabling commanders to evaluate and develop collective training based on unit weaknesses then train the unit to overcome those weaknesses and reevaluate. Success on the battlefield depends on the coordinated performance of collective and individual skills that are taught through the ARTEP Mission Training Plan (MTP).

ARTEP MTP - Publications developed for each type table of organization and equipment (TOE) unit from squad to corps as well as combined arms tasks forces. They provide a clear description of "what" and "how" to train to achieve wartime mission proficiency for each unit echelon. Each MTP contains mission outlines, situational and field training exercises (STXs and FTXs), and comprehensive detailed training and evaluation outlines. MTPs provide other training management aids such as leader training tasks resources requirements, and evaluation methods. Included are matrixes linking collective tasks to missions, references to collective tasks, drills/collective tasks to individual tasks, and STXs to missions.
Assessment-an analytical process to determine an organization’s current levels of proficiency on a specific objective (for example, a training objective or risk management implementation) (CJCSM 3500.03).

Automation - Initiatives that will improve the entire CSS information infrastructure from capturing source data to evolving the data into useful information for CSS commanders. The Integrated Combat Service Support System (ICS3) is the end state, objective, single system to which all other CSS automation development, transition, and migration is aimed. These systems are vital as the CSS community struggles to become the "information age" CSS force needed in the digitized Force XXI.

Basis of Issue Plan (BOIP) - A requirements document which states the planned placement of new or improved items of equipment and personnel in Tables of Organization and Equipment (TOEs) at 100% of wartime requirements.  It reflects quantities of new equipment and Associated Support items of Equipment and personnel, as well as equipment that is being replaced.  In addition to its use for TOE development and revision, it is used by HQDA for logistics support and distribution planning for new and improved items entering the Army supply system.  Materiel developers use it as input for concept studies, life-cycle cost estimates, and trade-off analyses during the research and development process.

Biotechnology- The application of biological systems and organisms to technical and industrial processes.  Production may be carried out by using intact organisms, such as yeasts and bacteria, by using natural substances (i.e. enzymes) from organisms, or by modifying the genetic structure of organisms.

Commanders-in-Chief (CINCs) - The warfighters who are operationally in charge of all our armed forces. They develop the warplans to execute our military strategy. In the resource allocation process, the CINCs influence short term allocations, and expend budgeted resources in the field.

Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff (CJCS) - Principal military advisor to the President, Secretary of Defense, and the National Security Council. The CJCS contributes to the allocation process in various ways including strategy, force planning, mission definition, and program assessment.

Combat Developer (CBTDEV) - Command or agency that formulates and documents operational concepts, doctrine, organizations, and materiel requirements (MNS and ORDs) for assigned mission areas and functions. Serves as the user representative during acquisitions for their approved materiel requirements as well as doctrine and organization developments.

Combat Developments - The processes of analyzing, determining, documenting, and obtaining approval of warfighting concepts, future operational capabilities, organizational requirements, and materiel requirements: leading the Army community in determining solutions for needed future operational capabilities fostering development of requirements in all DTLOMS domains; providing user considerations to and influence on the Army’s science and technology program: and integrating the efforts and representing the user across the DTLOMS during the acquisition of materiel and development of organizational products to fill those requirements.

Combat Medical Threat - The spectrum includes infectious diseases; the effects of operations in environmental extremes; exposure to the effects of nuclear, biological and chemical weapons and products of combustion; combat stress; blast, thermal, and high velocity projectile injuries; and the operator hazards associated with employment of combat systems.
Combat Stress Control - Encompasses actions taken by military personnel to prevent, identify and treat adverse combat stress responses which impair duty performance and Service member well being.  It includes primary prevention through monitoring and control of personnel selection, stressors, and increasing stress tolerance of individual units; secondary prevention through early identification and far forward treatment of combat stress cases and tertiary prevention through treatment in rear echelons to minimize or prevent chronic disability.
Compliance - Compliance with all applicable environmental laws and regulations including the areas of air and water quality, waste water discharge, solid and hazardous waste management, and toxics (PCBs, etc.).

Conservation - Refers to maintaining natural and cultural resources.  It maintains a realistic training environment, reduces land use limitations associated with wetlands, endangered species, etc., stabilizes fragile resources, and contributes to the quality of life by providing a natural and aesthetic environment for soldiers and their families.

CONPLAN--An operation plan in an abbreviated format that would require considerable expansion or alteration to convert it into an OPLAN or OPORD. A CONPLAN contains the CINC's Strategic Concept and those annexes and appendixes deemed necessary by the combatant commander to complete planning. Generally, detailed support requirements are not calculated and TPFDD files are not prepared. 

CONPLAN with TPFDD--A CONPLAN with TPFDD is the same as a CONPLAN except that it requires more detailed planning for phased deployment of forces. See also operation order; time-phased force and deployment data.

Controls - actions taken to eliminate hazards or reduce their risk.

Danger - exposure or vulnerability to harm or risk; the balance between the chance or probability of a hazardous incident and the result of the hazardous incident.
Defense Management Council - Group chaired by Deputy Secretary of Defense, and including senior civilian and military officials of the Department of Defense. Its task is to implement the defense reform initiatives. The Secretary of Defense also tasked the Council to apply similar reform initiatives to other elements of the Department, including the three military departments.
Defense Medical Program Definition: The health care mission of the Department of Defense (DoD) is to provide top quality health services, whenever needed, in support of military operations and to members of the Armed Forces, their families, and others entitled to DoD health care. The Assistant Secretary of Defense (Health Affairs) ASD (HA) shall be the DoD officer responsible for the effective execution of the Department's health care mission.

Deployment Toxicology Research Program Vision - Provide the research, development, test, and evaluation (RDT&E) required for environmental sentinels and new environmental health risk assessment methods, procedures, and models to support the preventive medicine services necessary to protect military operational capability before, during, and after deployments. 

Doctrine - Doctrine requirements are changes or additions to any of the AMEDD principles that guide our operational forces. Current medical doctrine states that the objective of the health service support system is to reduce disease and nonbattle injury, provide care and treatment for acute illness, injury or wounding and promptly return to duty those soldiers who have recovered. The doctrinal philosophy of flexible and responsive modular medical organizations is sound.
Doctrine Development - The process of researching, conceptualizing, analyzing, integrating, determining, documenting, publishing, distributing, and articulating requirements for and products (for example, field manuals) of doctrine and tactics, techniques, and procedures (TTP).

Doctrinal literature - The fundamental principles of doctrine, together with the tactics, techniques, and procedures to implement the doctrinal principles and win on the battlefield. Army doctrinal literature is published in Field Manuals. 

DoD Mission Statement - The mission of the Department of Defense is to support and defend the Constitution of the United States, to provide for the common defense of the United States, its citizens and its allies, and to protect and advance U.S. interests around the world.

Dominant Maneuver - The multidimensional application of information, engagement, and mobility capabilities necessary to position and employ widely dispersed joint air, land, sea, and space forces to accomplish assigned operational tasks. This will require forces that are adept at conducting sustained and synchronized operations from dispersed locations.  This tailor-to-task organizational ability will produce a smaller, more widely dispersed footprint.
DTLOMS (Doctrine, Training, Leadership Development, Organizational Design, Materiel, and Soldier) - An investment strategy by which operational capabilities are analyzed. The goal of this analysis is to determine the most effective, timely and least costly means to achieve the future operational capability. The DTLOMS domains are ordered progression from the least expensive change (Doctrine) to the most expensive change (Soldier) that is needed to produce an operational capability. For example, insights pertaining to a future operational capability are first analyzed from a doctrine perspective. If doctrinal changes (from Field Manual to Tactics, Techniques, and Procedures) can provide the desired operational capability, the TRADOC Commander approves them and forwards them to the operational force. If doctrine insights do not produce the desired operational capability, the same steps are used to analyze training, leader development, organizational design and material. With cost as an independent variable, the least costly and most rapid changes are considered first. Changes made toward the end of the DTLOMS domains produce a reverse "cascade" effect by generating changes in the preceding domains.

Emergency Support Function - A functional area-of-response activity established to facilitate the delivery of federal assistance during the immediate response phase of a disaster to save lives, to protect property and public health, and to maintain public safety.   

Enemy Threat - a threat that depends largely on an enemy’s intent to use force and to inflict casualties.  The direct result from the use of force involving weapons are combat casualties.

Environmental extremes and battlefield hazards - Heat, cold, humidity, high terrestrial altitude, and environmental pollutants are environmental factors that may pose significant health hazards to an unacclimated, unprepared, and/or ill-conditioned military force. Other battlefield hazards, such as those generated by our own weapon systems and equipment, or poisonous plants, animals, and insects, when combined, are a source of nonbattle injuries against which the soldier must be protected. Preventive measures against these hazards may involve engineering and design solutions, personal protective equipment, or leadership and training solutions. Many nations of the world where the United States has vital national interests have areas of high altitude, humidity, and extremes in temperature. These areas include countries with year-round tropical climates and extended rainy seasons (e.g., Panama and the Philippines), as well as areas with harsh cold winters (Korea and Northern Europe).

Environmental Risk Assessment - The science and art of predicting the frequency of disease in a population based on actual or projected (modeled) environmental exposures.

Exposure - the frequency and length of time personnel and equipment are subjected to a hazard.
Field Services - Initiatives that improve soldier readiness through enhancements in field “living” conditions, hygiene, and tentage.
Field Feeding Systems - Initiatives that improve unit capabilities to provide adequate field feeding to assigned and supported personnel.

Focused logistics - The fusion of information, logistics, and transportation technologies to provide rapid crisis response, to track and shift assets even while en route, and to deliver tailored logistics packages and sustainment directly at the strategic, operational, and tactical level of operations. 

Force Medical Protection - A unified strategy that protects service members from all health and environmental hazards associated with military service.  It is a cradle-to-grave continuum consisting of protection, monitoring, and management.
Force Package - A grouping of Army units into force packages based on the “first to fight” principle to ensure that programs and resources are consistent with the objectives of the NMS and the requirements articulated in the Defense Planning Guidance.  Strategic force packages affect the development of the Department of the Army Master Priority List, Army Acquisition Objectives, modernization plans, and other planning and programming activities within the Army.  The force packaging concept assigns major combat units, CS/CSS units, prepositioned equipment sets, and war reserve stocks to Force Package I,II, III, or IV.  Three factors are considered for unit force packaging: the destination of units as early deployers for crisis response, urgency of their need in stated CINC requirements for operations other than crisis response, and their ability to contribute to the full range of operations (see The Army Plan for package descriptions).

Force XXI - “The transformed Army of the 21st century - in its entirety.  The central and essential feature of this Army will be its ability to exploit information.” (Force XXI, America’s Army of the 21st Century, 15 January 1995)

Full Dimensional Protection - Protecting our own forces from the very technology we are exploiting.  This concept requires the control of the battlespace to ensure our forces can maintain freedom of action during deployment, maneuver and engagement, while providing multi-layered defenses for our forces and facilities at all levels.  The concept is proactive, incorporating both offensive and defensive actions that may extend well into areas of enemy operations. Information superiority provides the basis for this concept.  Combining active and passive measures to provide a more seamless joint architecture for force protection, will leverage the contributions of individual services, systems, and echelons.

Full Spectrum Dominance - The ability to integrate the emerging concepts of Dominant Maneuver, Precision Engagement, Focused Logistics, and Full-Dimensional Protection to dominate the full range of military operations from humanitarian assistance through peace operations, up to and into the highest intensity conflict.

Future Operational Capabilities (FOCs) - FOCs are statements of operational capabilities (needs) required for the Army to achieve the vision articulated in TRADOC Pam 525-5, Force XXI Operations and for the Army Medical Department (AMEDD), TRADOC Pam 525-50, Operational Concept for Combat Health Support. FOCs address specific warfighting operational capabilities (not functions or operations) described in TRADOC approved concepts. They describe those capabilities in operational terms, what must be done; not how to do it. The FOCs provide a stand alone description of the capability. FOCs are enduring; they apply to tomorrow's Army, but may be equally relevant to today's or yesterday's Army. FOCs do not describe a deficiency or shortcoming. They do not provide or identify a system specification, specific technology, organization or time frame and they do not encompass an entire branch or functional concept. FOCs do not use relational or comparative words or phrases.

Goldwater-Nichols Reorganization Act of 1986 - Legislation related to DOD reform.  Its purpose was to enhance the legal authority of the Chairman, Joint Chiefs of Staff and the unified commanders.  Its practical purpose was to improve U.S. warfighting capability, particularly in terms of organizational relationships and responsibilities.  Implementation has been, at times, controversial in terms of the shifting of power from the Services to the Joint Staff and the CINCs, particularly as interpreted by the Joint Staff.  

Government Performance Results Act (GPRA) - The Government Performance and Results Act (GPRA), Public Law 103-62, requires all federal agencies to develop strategic plans, annual performance plans with goals and measures linked to their strategic plans, and annual assessments of their performance against the goals, starting September 1997.

Hazard - any actual or potential condition that can cause injury, illness, or death of personnel, damage to or loss of equipment, property or mission degradation (FM 101-5); a condition or activity with potential to cause damage, loss or mission degradation (Joint Pub 1-02).

Health Hazard - An existing or likely condition, inherent to the operation or use of materiel, that can cause death, injury, acute or chronic illness, disability, or reduced job performance of personnel by exposure to acoustical energy, biological substances, chemical substances, oxygen deficiency, radiation energy, shock, temperature extremes, trauma, and vibration.

Health Hazard Assessment - An assessment that characterizes the possible health risks of occupational exposures of Service members during the course of their normal duties.

Health Promotion Strategies - Strategies related to individual lifestyle—personal choices made in a social context—which can have a powerful influence over one’s health prospects.  Examples include physical fitness, nutrition, tobacco, alcohol, and other drugs.

Horizontal Technology Integration (HTI) - The application of common technology solutions across multiple systems to improve the warfighting capability of the total force.  It represents the holistic process of developing, integrating, and fielding of common or multi-use technologies, hardware and software into different types of weapon and information systems that fight together as units or task forces.

Health Threat - a threat that depends on environmental and operational factors.  The direct result of a health threat is disease and non-battle injuries.  

Illness - Disease or functional disorder.

Information Fusion - The timely and accurate access and integration of logistics data across units and combat support agencies throughout the world. It provides reliable asset visibility and access to logistics resources in support of the warfighter.

Information Superiority - The capability to collect, process, and disseminate an uninterrupted flow of information while exploiting or denying an adversary's ability to do the same.

Inherently Dangerous - an activity or task containing a danger to life or limb that is a permanent and inseparable element of the activity.
Injury - The damage or wound of trauma.
Installation readiness - “the ability to deliver to the force the missions for which it was designed.”

Institutional Force - “The Institutional Force presently consists of Headquarters Department of the Army, major Army commands (MACOM), and associated field operating agencies and activities of the active Army, the Army National Guard and the Army Reserve.”

Joint - A term that connotes activities, operations, organizations, etc., in which elements of more than one military department of the same nation participate.  (When not all military departments are involved, the participating Services are identified, for example, Joint Army-Navy).
Joint Deployment/Rapid Distribution - The process of moving multi-Service forces to an operational area coupled with the accelerated delivery of logistics resources through improved transportation and information networks. It provides the warfighter with vastly improved visibility and accessibility of assets from source of supply to point of need.

Joint Health Services Support (JHSS) - The framework for developing and providing medical services to support the CINC’s warfighting mission now and into the 21st century.  This framework provides a common direction for the services, commands and defense health agencies. 

Joint Strategic Capabilities Planning System (JSCP) - An element of the Joint Strategic Planning System, the JSCP furnishes guidance to the CINCs and the Chiefs of Services to accomplish tasks and missions based on current military capabilities. It apportions resources to CINCs, based on military capabilities resulting from completed program and budget actions. The JSCP offers a coherent framework for capabilities-based military advice to the National Command Authority.

Joint Theater Logistics Command and Control (JT LOG C2) - A concept to make clear lines of authority, through a single entity in a joint warfighting environment responsible for logistics support.

Leader Development - A continuous, progressive, and sequential process through which leaders acquire the skills, knowledge, and behavior necessary to maintain a trained and ready Army in peacetime to deter war.

Maintenance and Recovery Systems - Initiatives to modernize the Army's tactical maintenance and recovery capability (special purpose recovery and maintenance systems found in combat, combat support, and CSS organizations).

Management Decision Package (MDEP) - A resource management tool used internally by the Army.  They contain program and budget resources by appropriation and program element.  An individual MDEP describes a particular organization, program, or function.  It records the resources associated with the intended output.  An individual MDEP applies uniquely to one of the following six management areas: missions of MTOE units; missions of TDA units and Army-wide standard functions; missions of standard installation organizations; acquisition, fielding, and sustainment of weapon and information systems; special visibility projects; and short-term projects.
MANPRINT - The comprehensive technical effort to identify and integrate all relevant information and considerations regarding the full range of manpower, personnel, capabilities, capabilities, training development and delivery, human factors engineering, system safety, health hazards, and soldier survivability into the system development and acquisition process to improve soldier performance, total systems performance, and reduce the cost of ownership to an acceptable level throughout the entire life cycle of a system. MANPRINT is the Army’s Human Systems Integration process for systems integration.
Materiel - All items necessary to equip, operate, maintain, and support military activities, including ships, tanks, self-propelled weapons, aircraft, and related spares, repair parts, and support equipment, but excluding real property, installations, and utilities.
Materiel Developer (MATDEV) - The Research, Development, and Acquisition command, agency, or office assigned responsibility for the system under development or being acquired. The term may be used generically to refer to the RDA community in the materiel acquisition process.

Materiel Development - The conception, development, and execution of solutions to materiel requirements identified and initiated through the combat development process, translating equipment requirements into executable programs within acceptable performance, schedule, and cost parameters.

Materiel Requirements - Changes or additions to any of the Army’s families of weapon systems, support systems, or training aids, devices, simulations, and simulators (TADSS). They range from: modernizing existing materiel through parts replacement; major product improvements of existing materiel; one for one replacement of old materiel with new materiel designed to do the same job; to completely new families of materiel designed to do something that has not been done before.

Medical Readiness - The ability to mobilize, deploy and sustain field medical services and support for any operation requiring military services; to maintain and project the continuum of healthcare resources required to provide for the health of the force; and to operate in conjunction with beneficiary health care
Medical Readiness Strategic Plan 2001 (MRSP-2001) - a long range plan that supports execution of the full array of strategic planning documents from the National Security Strategy of the United States to the Defense Medical programming Guidance and associated Service medical Program Objective Memorandums.

Medical Surveillance - The regular or repeated collection, analysis, and dissemination of uniform health information for monitoring the health of a population, and intervening in a timely manner when necessary.  It is defined by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention as the ongoing, systematic collection, analysis, and interpretation of health data essential to the planning, implementation, and evaluation of public health practice, closely integrated with the timely dissemination of these data to those who need to know.  The final link of the military medical surveillance system is the application of these data to prevention and control.  A military medical surveillance system includes a functional capacity for data collection, analysis, and dissemination of information linked to public health programs.

Medical threat - Medical threat is the composite of all ongoing or potential enemy actions and environmental conditions that will reduce combat effectiveness through wounding, injuring, causing disease, and/or performance degradation.
MHS Health Futurists team- Eighty volunteer participants from a range of military organizations as well as selected private sector agencies with an emphasis on ensuring a mix of grades and Service representation were involved in this study.  The study participants included clinicians, policy analysts, strategic planners, and a number of people with recent experiences in OOTW.  The Champion for this project was BG P. Sculley, the US Army Center for Health Promotion and Preventive Medicine commander.  A support team from SRA International, the Institute of Alternative Futures, and Metasystems Design Group facilitated the study.  The futures process resulted in the professional development of these military health futurists who are well versed in systems thinking and understand the value of challenging conventional assumptions. This effort contributed to the development of future MHS leaders.

MHS 2020 Shared Identity Statement - We are the healers who walk with warriors in unison. We are on a journey to do what must be done. We are a community of healers who know health is a wholeness. Our caring runs as deep as the pain of war. We take those who are broken and make them whole. MHS Mission Statement - The Military Health System (MHS) supports the Department of Defense (DoD) and our nation's security by providing health support for the full range of military deployments and sustaining the health of members of the Armed Forces, their families, and others to advance our national security interests.

Military Preventive Medicine - Encompasses the anticipation, prediction, identification, prevention, and control of preventable diseases, illnesses and injuries caused by exposure to biological, chemical, physical or psychological threats or stressors found at home stations and during deployments.  Epidemiology, clinical preventive medicine, occupational medicine, industrial hygiene, environmental health sciences and engineering, medical entomology, health promotion and wellness, community health, mental health disciplines, toxicology and laboratory support sciences (environmental, occupational and radiological chemistry and microbiology) form military preventive medicine’s core disciplines.
Multinational Logistics - Mutual logistics support relationships between the United States and allied/coalition partners.

National Military Strategy (NMS) - The NMS furnishes the advice of the Chairman, in consultation with the other members of the Joint Chiefs of Staff and the CINCs, to the President, the National Security Council, and the secretary of Defense as to the recommended NMS and fiscally constrained force structure required to attain the national security objectives. 

Nanotechnology (Nanomachine) - Functional machine systems on the scale of nanometers, or billionths of a meter.  Some prefer to reserve the term for machine systems based on “assemblers," nano-scale robot arms that can assemble things atom by atom.  Others prefer a broader definition:  any construction of molecular structures large and complex enough to function as machines or devices.

National Security Strategy - A report, from the President of the United States, submitted in accordance with Section 603 of the Goldwater-Nichols Defense Department Reorganization Act of 1986. The political leadership develops the current U.S. national interests and objectives. The National Security Strategy is then formulated based on existing threats and opportunities to the United States. 

Naturally occurring disease - Naturally occurring or endemic diseases, represent a significant threat to U.S. forces deployed outside CONUS. Historically, infectious diseases have been responsible for more lost foxhole days than battle injuries. Many naturally occurring diseases have short incubation periods and may cause significant numbers of casualties during the first several days of a deployment.

OOTW - Operations other than war - “Military activities during peacetime and conflict that do not necessarily involve armed clashes between two organized forces.” (TRADOC Pamphlet 525-5, Force XXI Operations, 1 August 1994)

Operation Plan - (DOD) Any plan, except for the Single Integrated Operation Plan, for the conduct of military operations. Plans are prepared by combatant commanders in response to requirements established by the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff and by commanders of subordinate commands in response to requirements tasked by the establishing unified commander. Operation plans are prepared in either a complete format (OPLAN) or a concept plan (CONPLAN). The CONPLAN can be published with or without a time-phased force and deployment data (TPFDD) file. 

OPLAN--An operation plan for the conduct of joint operations that can be used as a basis for development of an operation order (OPORD). An OPLAN identifies the forces and supplies required to execute the CINC's Strategic Concept and a movement schedule of these resources to the theater of operations. The forces and supplies are identified in TPFDD files. OPLANs will include all phases of the tasked operation. The plan is prepared with the appropriate annexes, appendixes, and TPFDD files as described in the Joint Operation Planning and Execution System manuals containing planning policies, procedures, and formats. 

Organizational Development - The conception, development, and execution of solutions to organizational requirements identified and initiated through the combat development process, translating these requirements into an Army table of organization and equipment (TOE). This is done by modifying the numbers or types of equipment or soldiers in a current organization to developing an entirely new organization through the force design process.

Organizational Requirements - Changes or additions to any of the Army’s tables of organization and equipment (TOE).  These range from modifying the numbers or types of equipment in a current organization to documenting an entirely new organization through the force design process.
Performance Plans:  Annual performance plans will provide direct linkage between each strategic plan's long-term goals and what agency managers are accomplishing on a day-to-day basis.  Such plans will aim to meet the long-term goals of each agency's strategic plan and drive much of each agency's daily operations.  The budget resources needed to achieve these goals will be shown as part of the plans.

Performance Reports:  Annual program performance reports will be the feedback to managers, policymakers, and the public regarding how well goals were met or why the were not met.  These reports also will relate performance measurement with corresponding performance plan data and, through explanatory text, give a clear picture of each agency's performance and its efforts at improvement.

Planning, Programming, and Budgeting System - The PPBS is simply a rational decision process that incorporates national security objectives with available fiscal resources when allocating forces. The activities in the process include strategy development, risk and threat assessment and a lot of paperwork.

Pollution Prevention - Pollution Prevention consists of several choices including preventing or reducing at the source when feasible, followed by recycling, waste treatment, and disposal.

Precision engagement- A network of systems that enables joint forces to locate the objective or target, provide responsive command and control, generate the desired effect, assess the level of success, and retain the flexibility to reengage with precision when required. Information operations will tie all this together for the joint forces in the battlespace. Our joint forces will be responsive and accurate from extended ranges.
Preparing Agencies - A TRADOC school, integrating center, or staff element, or a non-TRADOC agency [under a memorandum of agreement (MOA) or memorandum of understanding (MOU)] that writes and coordinates Army doctrine, training, and literature (ADTL) within its area of responsibility.

Preventive Defense - may be thought of as analogous to preventive medicine.  Preventive medicine creates the conditions that support health, making disease less likely and clinical care unnecessary. Preventive Defense creates the conditions that support peace, making war less likely and deterrence unnecessary.  

Preventive Services Strategies - Strategies related to counseling, screening, immunization, or chemoprophylactic interventions for individuals in clinical settings.

Probability - the likelihood that a hazardous incident will occur.
Quadrennial Defense Review - The QDR is required by the Military Force Structure Review Act that was included as part of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 1997.  The Department of Defense designed the QDR to be a fundamental and comprehensive examination of America’s defense needs from 1997 to 2015 that must include: potential threats, strategy, force structure, readiness posture, military modernization programs, defense infrastructure, and other elements of the defense program.  The QDR is intended to provide a blueprint for a strategy-based, balanced and affordable defense program.

Reinvention Lab - A key part of the NPR initiative has been the creation of agency "reinvention labs." In April 1993, the Vice President sent a letter to the heads of major federal departments and agencies asking them "...to pick a few places where we can immediately unshackle our workers so they can re-engineer their work processes to fully accomplish their missions -- places where we can fully delegate authority and responsibility, replace regulations with incentives, and measure our success by customer satisfaction." In response to the Vice President's request, dozens of federal agencies have established reinvention labs and the Army has begun to "reinvent" the Departmental headquarters and those commands whose missions are to man, train, equip, maintain, and sustain our fighting units. As of November 1996, the Army has 30 reinvention labs, out of a DoD total of 90. These reinvention labs have been very successful in championing innovation, encouraging prudent risk-taking, removing bureaucratic barriers, and linking authority, responsibility, and accountability.
Requirements - Modifications to current Army or Joint DTLOMS structure to achieve a desired future operational capabilities.

Research Mission - The United States Government will develop and maintain an integrated and coordinated interagency research program leading to ongoing improvements in assessment, prevention, intervention, and treatment of illnesses and injuries to which servicemembers may be at risk as a result of deployment experiences.

Residual Risk - the level of risk remaining after controls have been identified and selected for hazards that may result in loss of combat power.

Restoration - The mechanism to clean up previously contaminated lands to an acceptable level of risk, emphasizing the impact to human health and legal requirements, at active Army installations within resource and mission requirements.
Revolution in Military Affairs - A change in the conduct of warfare caused by the introduction of technological, operational, and organizational innovation.

Risk - chance of hazard or bad consequences; the probability of exposure to chance of injury or loss from a hazard; risk level is expressed in terms of hazard probability and severity (FM 101-5).

Risk Assessment - identification and assessment of hazards (first two steps of risk management process); an identified hazard is assessed to determine the risk (both the probability of occurrence and resulting severity) of a hazardous incident due to the presence of the hazard.

Risk Communication - A process used to discuss risks, their impacts and how they should be communicated.  Risks and their management decisions must be credibly communicated to help ensure that messages are constructively formulated, transmitted and received in a meaningful manner.

Risk Decision - the decision to accept or not accept the risks associated with an action; made by the commander, leader, or individual responsible for performing that action.

Risk Management - the process of identifying, assessing, and controlling risks arising from operational factors and making decisions that balance risk cost with mission benefits.

Risk Management Integration - the embedding of risk management principles and practices into Army operations, culture, organizations, systems, and individual behavior.

Science and Technology Objective - To provide guidance to the Science and Technology community, the Army has established a set of 200 Science and Technology Objectives (STOs). A STO states a specific, measurable, major technology advancement to be achieved by a specific fiscal year. 

Service Chiefs, The - They provide trained and equipped forces to the CINCs. In the context of resource allocation, they build programs and prepare their forces for war.

Severity - the expected consequence of an event (hazardous incident) in terms of degree of injury, property damage, or other mission-impairing factors (loss of combat power and so on) that could occur.

Situational Awareness - ability to have accurate and real-time information on friendly, enemy, neutral, and noncombatant locations; a common, relevant picture of the battlefield scaled to specific level of interest and need.

Soldier Development - The conception, development, and execution of solutions to soldier requirements identified and initiated through the combat development process, translating military occupational specialty (MOS) requirements into the right numbers of soldiers needed or creating an entirely new MOS and identifying the skills desired of these soldiers.

Soldier Requirements - Changes or additions to the Army’s military occupational specialty (MOS) structure.  These range from changes in the numbers of soldiers needed in an MOS to creation of an entirely new MOS and identifying the skills desired of these soldiers.

Specified Command - A command with a broad continuing mission and that is established and so designated by the President, through the Secretary of Defense with the advice and assistance of the Chairman, Joint Chiefs of Staff.  It is normally composed of forces from one service. 

Strategic Plans:  Agencies' long-term goals usually remain the same, regardless of changes in administrations.  Strategic plans will be the basic underpinning for a system of program goal setting and performance measurement.  Such plans will articulate agencies' fundamental missions and establish their long-term goals for implementing such missions, including resources needed to reach these goals.  These plans will cover multiple years and require direct linkage to each agency's daily operations.

Surveillance and Data Systems Strategies - Strategies related to the integrity of data collection at every level.

Tactical Electrical Power, Shelters, Clothing, and Heaters - Initiatives that increase the overall efficiency of external power sources, shelters, clothing, and large capacity heaters. Reliable, tactical electric power is key to the proper functioning of many combat, combat support and CSS systems.

Tactical Wheeled Vehicles (TWV) - Initiatives that include all efforts to modernize the Army's TWV fleet (multi-purpose trucks, special purpose vehicles, weapon platforms, system modifications, and technological upgrades).
Total asset visibility (TAV) - The ability to provide timely and accurate information on the location, movement, status, and identity of units, personnel, equipment, and supplies, and to use that information to improve logistics and personnel processes. TAV key factors include military readiness and the cost of providing logistics support to operating forces.

Training Developer (TNGDEV) - Command or agency that formulates, develops, and documents or produces training concepts, strategies, requirements (materiel or other), and programs for assigned mission areas and functions.  Serves as user (trainer and trainee) representative during acquisitions of their approved training materiel requirements (MNS and ORDs) and training program developments.

Training Development - The conception, development, and execution of solutions to training requirements identified through the combat development process.  The solutions may include new or revised training programs, material, methods, media, and system and non-system training devices.

Training/Leader Development Requirements - Changes or additions to any of the Army’s training or professional development programs.  These range from institutional training conducted at TRADOC Schools to individual self-development and unit training programs conducted in the field.

Unified Command - A command with a broad continuing mission under a single commander and composed of significant assigned components of two or more military departments, and which is established and so designated by the President, through the Secretary of Defense with the advice and assistance of the Chairman, Joint Chiefs of Staff.

Unit readiness - “the ability of a unit to accomplish the mission for which it was designed.”

US Army - “The US Army is defined in this concept as the active Army, Army Reserve, Army National Guard, and Department of Army Civilians.” (TRADOC Pamphlet 525-5, Force XXI Operations, 1 August 1994)

U.S. Army Mission - Preserve the peace and security, and provide for the defense of the United States, the Territories, Commonwealths, and Possessions, and any areas occupied by the United States; support national policies; implement national objectives; and overcome any nations responsible for aggressive acts that imperil the peace and security of the United States.
U.S. Army Vision - The world’s best army, a full spectrum force trained and ready for victory. A total force of quality soldiers and civilians. It is a values-based organization; an integral part of the joint team; equipped with the most modern weapons and equipment the country can provide; able to respond to our Nation’s needs; and changing to meet challenges of today, tomorrow, and the 21st century.
Warfighting Lens Analysis -  TRADOC’s formal process to influence changes in Research, Development, and Acquisition funding. TRADOC begins the annual process in May/June. They publish a Memorandum of Instruction that provides specific guidance, contains the formats of the required input, and establishes the firm suspense dates.
Warfighting Rapid Acquisition Program (WRAP) - This program is directed at accelerating procurement of systems identified through TRADOC warfighting experiments as compelling successes that satisfy an urgent need. It is implemented within existing Army structure.  WRAP is compatible with and supports Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) and DoD and Army acquisition policy. (DoD 5000 series and AR 70 series). WRAP applies to Advanced Warfighting Experiments (AWEs), Concept Evaluation Programs (CEPs), Advanced Technology Demonstrations (ATDs), Advanced Concept Technology Demonstrations (ACTDs), and similar experiments where TRADOC ICT supported by a TRADOC Battle lab are directly involved.  Approved programs may be funded as prototype for 2 years.  Immediate funding is not guaranteed.  Continued actions will be needed to fully document system, obtain “standard” type classification, and full logistics support.

Warfighting Requirements - Requirements for ACAT I-IV weapons and materiel systems, automated information systems, IT programs, special access program, and clothing and individual equipment in direct use by or support of the Army warfighter in training for and conducting of operational missions (tactical or other), or connecting that warfighter to the sustaining base.

Water Systems - Initiatives for purification, storage, testing, and distributing water in quantities needed by supported forces.

Weapons of Mass Destruction - Nuclear, biological, and radiological in nature.  They are used to achieve a high order of destruction and/or used in such a manner as to destroy large numbers of people.
